verted into a sail training vessel.   

The ship was modified and served in that role 
until 1969. She then operated as a training 
school until 1981 when she was laid up in 
Seville Harbour and largely forgotten. She was  

acquired by the Clyde Maritime Trust, her cur-
rent owners, in 1992.  They had her towed 
home and then spent 7 years restoring her be-
fore opening her to the public. After dry -
docking she was moved to her current location 
in 2011. Apart  
from her role as a  
museum ship she  
hosts private  
events for up to  
200 people which  
helps to support
